Washington State is a premium wine producing region located in the north-
west corner of the United States. Although a relatively young wine industry,
it is now the nation's second largest wine producer and is ranked among the 
world's top wine regions. Washington wines are found nationally in all 50
states and internationally in more than 40 countries.

Winemakers from all over the world have chosen to establish themselves in 
Washington, where they can create wines re ecting this region's unique
characteristics. Their hand-crafted wines receive wide acclaim from critics
regionally, nationally, and internationally for their consistent high quality.
Many of them have received scores of 90 and above from the major wine 
media. Overall this is a higher percentage than other leading wine regions.

Washington's wine industry generates more than $3 billion to the state
economy and it employs more than 14,000 people directly and indirectly.
In terms of tax revenue  accrued to the state and federal government, wine
grapes are among the highest tax generators of any agricultural crops.

ashington wine tourism attracts nearly two million visitors  annually 
ontributing to the positive growth of local and regional economies.
